Focus: Word endings

Encourage your child to listen to sounds at the end of words. Choose two words from their 
reader/book and ask them to judge if the two words end with the same sound (say some that match 
and some that do not). Encourage them to say the words too, and feel the sounds at the end of the 
words. Then, point out the two sounds at the end.

After mastering this, you might then say two words and ask your child which word has a certain 
sound at the end.
